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1 Overview of CSF28

1 Liquistation CSF28 (rear, without rear panel)

1 Alarmrelay

2 Intended use

= The parts of the kit must only be used as retrofit parts or replacement parts for automatic
samplers CSF28. Any other use is not permitted!

= Only use original parts from Endress+Hauser.

= In the W@M Device Viewer, check if the spare part is suitable for the existing device.

3 Authorized installation personnel

= [nstallation, commissioning, operation and maintenance of the measuring system may be
carried out only by specially trained technical personnel.

= The technical personnel must be authorized by the plant operator to carry out the specified
activities.

8 Replacing the spare part
» Pay attention to the installation instructions provided in the Operating Instructions of the
sampler used.
Removing the rear panel of the dosing compartment and the power supply cover
1. Stop active sampling programs.

2. Disconnect the sampler from the mains voltage and make sure it cannot be switched
back on.

Open the dosing compartment door.

4. Loosen the screw above the dosing compartment using an Allen key in order to release
the rear panel of the dosing compartment.

5. Lift up the rear panel.
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6. Now remove the rear panel towards the back and put it in a safe place.

7. Loosen the screw of the power supply cover using an Allen key and remove the power
supply cover.

Replacing the alarm relay

1. Loosen the screws (x 6) on the controller housing using a Phillips screwdriver and open
the housing cover to the right.

2. Disconnect the wiring (brown cable and blue cable) of the existing alarm relay. To do so,
insert a suitable screwdriver into the opening of the terminal spring (square opening) as
far as the limit stop.
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3 Disconnecting the wiring

1 Rear terminal block

2 Front terminal block (FMSY1 control module)
BN Brown cable

RD Red cable

BU Blue cable

Pull the cable end out of the terminal opening (round opening).

Remove the screwdriver.

5. Route the loose cables of the existing alarm relay along the right inner wall of the
dosing compartment towards the back.

6. Remove the existing alarm relay from the DIN rail. To do so, pull the alarm relay off the
lower edge of the DIN rail towards the front and then remove it from the upper edge of
the DIN rail towards the top.
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7. Fix the new alarm relay on the DIN rail. To do so, hook the new alarm relay onto the
upper edge of the DIN rail, then press the entire alarm relay onto the DIN rail until it
locks into place.

8. Route the loose cables of the new alarm relay along the right inner wall of the dosing
compartment towards the front.

Wiring
1. Insert a suitable screwdriver into the opening of the terminal spring (square opening) as
far as the limit stop.

2. Insert the terminated cable end into the terminal opening (round opening).

3. Remove the screwdriver and check that the cable is securely seated in the terminal.
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4 Wiring

1 Rear terminal block

2 Front terminal block (FMSY1 control module)
BN Brown cable

RD Red cable

BU Blue cable

4. Insert the power supply cover and screw the cover on with an Allen key.
5. Insert the controller housing and screw in and tighten the 6 screws using a Phillips
screwdriver.

Inserting the rear panel of the dosing compartment
1. Slide the rear panel into the holder from below and then guide the metal tabs into the
slot provided for this purpose.
2. Tighten the screw above the dosing compartment using an Allen key in order to fix the
rear panel of the dosing compartment in place.

3. Close the dosing compartment door.

4. Reconnect the sampler to the mains voltage and start the sampling program.

5. Perform a function test with the sampler.
